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OUR GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS

Graduation from ISF requires a minimum of 22 credits* in Grades 9-12 as follows:

* 4 credits of English

* 4 credits of Mathematics

* 3 credits of Physical Sciences (General, Physics, Chemistry or Biology)

* 3 credits of Social Sciences (Social Studies, History, Geography, Economics, Business Studies, etc.)
* 3 credits of World Language (one of these must be German)

* 5 credits of Electives

* 1 credit = passing a year-long course that meets 3 or more times a week
0.5 credit = passing a year-long course that meets once or twice a week

Mandatory courses in Grade 9 (at ISF):
Art or Music, Physical Education, Computer Science, Advising/Health
